With the new monitor system which was designedegrdted and commissioned by Applied

Electronics, the operations staff not only is abdesimultaneously access a greater quantity of
information, including video, audio, geometrics aocomputer data in order to analyze pertinent
information for effective and quick group decisioraking, but can now monitor three events at once —
something that was not possible previously.

The Center features 34 workstations positionedun fows facing a large 2x6 array video wall of 84”
display screens. The rear-screen projectors amgope-built for control room applications and the
display wall controller manages each projector poditions images in various dimensions on the
screens.
